In addition to providing a collaborative learning experience, the structure incorporates many architecturally
innovative and environmentally responsible features. It was designed and built in accordance with the
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Green Building Rating System. Much of the
building material was recycled (concrete, drywall, steel). The facility features high-efficiency lighting,
heating, and cooling systems. Green roofs, automatic faucets, low-flush toilets, and drip irrigation are in
place to conserve water. The school is also committed to using environmentally friendly cleaning products,
and food waste and other disposable products are being composted.

The finest in educational enhancements, technology, and sustainability come together in a beautiful new
structure housing U of M’s Ross School of Business.

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Pre-construction Planning—The Key to Building Green

Effective green buildings can lead to reduced

Careful pre-construction planning, essential to the success

of every construction project, is especially critical when

a building is designated a green project. Creating a Rob Conley
sustainable and environmentally friendly project requires

the architect, design team and construction team to weigh the incorporation
of green elements against the goals of staying within budget and adhering to
the construction schedule. Fortunately, there are a number of green building
options available to help achieve the necessary balance.

Effective green construction begins with design. Architects and their design
team focus on creating an aesthetically pleasing building that provides the
functionality, usability and safety the project requires while maintaining a
strong commitment to building green. The design team makes the initial
decisions regarding how to incorporate green construction practices and
environmentally friendly products and systems into the project.

Clark Construction Company has partnered with architects and owners for
several green construction projects, and has a growing portfolio of green
buildings. Approximately $395 million of completed or in-progress construction
has been expended for green building projects in the last five years.
